
 

Bible Reading Plan 2014: A Guided Tour of the Bible 

This reading is a guide-assisted tour of the Bible’s high 
points adapted from Zondervan.  “Think of it as an 
introductory tour through a great art museum.  You 
won’t get to see every painting in the museum, but you 
will learn the basic layout and may also acquire a taste 
for art that will entice you to return again and again.” 
 
“With a few exceptions, the daily readings appear in 
rough chronological order.  You will read the Psalms of 
David as you read about his life.  You will read the 
prophets along with their background history.  Portions 
of the Gospels, too, are interspersed, giving a composite 
picture of Jesus’ life on earth and Paul’s letters are 
scattered throughout the record of his life.  This 
arrangement should help convey the Bible’s “plot.” 
 
The plan is set up to read a chapter a day five days a 
week, Monday thru Friday.  It will take you 
approximately five minutes per day for the reading.  
Spend some time following each reading reflecting on 
what you have read.  Ask the who, what, why, when and 
how questions.  Who do you most closely relate to in the 
story? What is God doing?  How does this fit into the big 
picture of the Bible?  What is God saying to me?
